Part of Speech: 
Conjugation – the modification of a verb from its basic form. We will also use this term to reference converting words from one part of speech to another. (wretch – noun, wretchedly - adverb) 
Example Sentence: Albert was feverish, congested and could barely breathe, even while his nose ran like a faucet. All in all, he felt wretched.
