Definition: a person to whom property or power is entrusted for the benefit of another; of or consisting of legal tender; trustee
Part of Speech: 
Conjugation – the modification of a verb from its basic form. We will also use this term to reference converting words from one part of speech to another. (fiduciarily - adverb) 
Example Sentence: Julian Barokoff was given fiduciary responsibility for the Winterpin fortune until Baxter reached the required age of majority, which was twenty-one. This would prove a serious mistake on the part of Baxter’s parents.
