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Vocabulary Word of the Day Q4 – 7: quasar
Definition: an extremely distant, and thus, old celestial object who power output is several thousand times that of the entire Milky Way galaxy
Part of Speech: 
Conjugation – the modification of a verb from its basic form. We will also use this term to reference converting words from one part of speech to another. (none that I am aware of) 
Example Sentence: The discovery of a new quasar caused a great deal of excitement in the astronomy community worldwide.
